Rules

Affiliation All Players must have an active membership with England Netball.  All teams must provide a list of their players and associated membership numbers before the 1st match is played. Download of document can be found on the Oxfordshire website under Cherwell League.  Code of conduct for players & team registration sheet and must be emailed to cherwellnetball@hotmail.co.uk
No person Under the age of 14 or year 9 may play in the Senior League ** Please see Age Banding section.  You may continue to register players throughout the season, but these players must be affiliated with England Netball before playing their 1st match.  Please send updated copy of your Players code of conduct Email cherwellnetball@hotmail.co.uk  before playing first match.  Teams failing to do so will forfeit the game and the opposing team will receive 5 points and 12-0 score.
Payment The cost to each team for the Winter League will be: £200
This must be paid either in full or in two instalments of:

Player Registration:  
Teams must NAME ALL PLAYERS in ALL their teams on the ‘NAMED PLAYER & CODE OF CONDUCT’ (download available on the website), at least 7 names per team. And must name their teams 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th etc if applicable. PLAYERS DO NOT need to sign but names must be clearly printed include their affiliation number.  This form must be emailed in BEFORE PLAYING THE FIRST MATCH. 
Named team players may be changed after the last match of the first round of matches on 8th December and again after 16th March; a copy of the revised list must be sent to Cherwellnetball@hotmail.co.uk .  However, new players may be added to a team during each half season (see above requirements).  The amended list should be sent to Cherwellnetball@hotmail.co.uk  prior to the new member(s) playing and by 9pm on the Tuesday before the game. 

Players   Borrowing players is permitted as follows:  
Whilst we are still battling Covid, no player may play across teams on the night.  You may borrow from the duty team who won’t be playing that evening, or from your own club if you have multiple teams but that borrowed player may only play one game in an evening.

If a club has spare players and isn’t on duty you may lend players to the team needing help, but then that player cannot play in any other game.
If you have to borrow more than 3 players then the game will be played as a friendly and the opposition will receive the points for the win.

This rule does not apply whilst covid is still prevalent.
Remember if you concede a game and don’t play as a friendly, you will be fined £90.  Please ensure you play games even if it is a friendly then you won’t be fined.

Umpires & Scorers:. Umpires will be dealt with by the ONDB for all Cherwell League Matches.  Umpires will be paid £20 a game by each team.  If the umpire is a trainee and being mentored the trainee must give £10 of that money to the mentor.   Mentors this year are:  Sara Beswisk, Caroline Kemp, Sarah Smith & Jo Kelly (when available).
Scorers are not the responsibility of the duty team.  See duty team responsibilities sheet.
Players/Team Managers are reminded that they may only approach the umpires for clarification of a rule, and it must only be the team captain. Players may not approach the umpires to discuss incidences during the match.

In the event of player being suspended for 2 minutes, it will be the responsibility of the duty team to time that 2 minutes.  An extra stopwatch will need to be available.  

In line with England Official Netball Rules the decisions of the Umpires shall be final and shall be given without appeal. Where unspecified by the League, Umpires shall refer to England Netball Official Rules.

Discipline & Penalties: 

Discipline includes, but is NOT limited to the following – 

Foul play – unfair play, including delaying play and intimidation, dangerous play and misconduct.  However, advancing a penalty is now related to delaying play ONLY

Actions that may be taken by umpires, and will usually apply in order thus:-

Caution:  Umpire advises player that a specific behavior needs to change

Official Warning: Umpire advises player that a further breach will result in suspension

Suspension:  Player is suspended from play for 2 minutes

Ordering Off:  Player is sent from court for the remainder of the match 

Matters of a most serious nature will be referred by The Committee to the Oxfordshire Netball Disciplinary Committee.

Umpires:
Must C Award or above.

However, trainee umpires may umpire if they have been assessed to umpire by Jo Kelly, Debs Horne or Gina Pearce, but are yet to take their Into Officiating award or C Award.  

No umpire may take to the court unless they have been seen by one of the assessors.  If you wish to use a new umpire, please make arrangements with one of the above assessors for your umpire to be seen at your training before using them in the Cherwell League. There are no exceptions to this rule. 
Whatsapp.  Each Team must nominate a Representative who will join the Cherwell League Whatsapp group. Teams will be contacted via whatsapp in the event of cancellations. 
Timings. The team rep must present players for nail/jewellery checks to their umpire.  The time will start whether you are ready or not!  There will be 2 minutes between the 1st & 2nd, 3rd & 4th quarter and 3 minutes at half time.  Games will be 4 x 10mins quarters. No injury time will be played.  In the event of a serious injury, and the player is not able to be moved, then the game will be stopped and will be replayed at a later date, unless the 4th quarter has started then the result will stand.  Late Arrivals forfeit a goal a minute up until 10 minutes when thereafter the match will be awarded to the opposing team 12 – 0 and 5 points.
All teams must clear the court as quickly as possible for the next round of games to come in.  Teams waiting to enter the court must do so outside the building so teams on court can exit safely.

Injury There is no stoppage time for minor injuries or blood injuries.  The player must leave the court immediately and you may replace with a sub, If no sub is used then that player may return to the court after a goal has been scored.   During the injury time the clock will continue to run so substitutions or removal of players must be done quickly.  In the event of a serious injury (umpires decision), and the player is not able to be moved, then the game on that court only will be stopped and a note of the time remaining to be taken by the umpire.  If more than ¾ of the game has been played then the result will stand.  If less than ¾ of the game has been played then this game will be replayed at a later date.  The umpires whose half the serious injury has taken place will have the decision to stop the game.  Serious injuries include but not limited to:  Head injury, neck injury, back injury, possible broken bones, Blood (lots of it) which requires the ball to be cleaned or replaced and or bibs to be changed.  A second stop watch must be used to finish the game on that court separate from the other court. (This can be found in the bag).  
Points Win=5 Draw=3 Scoring within 5 goals of winning score=2 Scoring half or over half the winning score=1. In the event of a tie on points at the end of the season goal difference will determine positions.  If goal difference is identical then the number of wins per team will determine the final positions.
On court Captains: All teams must ensure that they have an on-court captain.  If the on-court captain is injured or sent off another on court captain must be named immediately and make themselves known to both umpires.

First Centre Pass Captains must toss before the games. 
Match Cards: The Umpires & Team Rep will sign the match card. It is the responsibility of the duty team to upload the results to League Republic (download document on website).   See Duty team responsibilities.

First Aid All teams must provide their own First Aid. In the event of an injury the umpires will consult with the injured player and agree what action to take. If in doubt about the extent of the injury the player should not be moved until medical help arrives. A League organiser should be informed if the game cannot continue. Where upon the match will be re-scheduled.
Cancellations & Postponements 
Bad Weather Postponements Team Reps will be contacted by whatsapp where possible 2 hours before the start of play.
No games are to be cancelled or conceded.  The ruling has changed on borrowing from another team, but you must ensure you have at least 4 of your players available.  

Teams who cannot meet their fixture for whatever reason must inform The League via whatsapp group by Monday evening before the game on Wednesday.  
Pregnancy In line with All England it is recommended that a player who is more than 12 weeks pregnant should not participate in further matches this includes umpiring.
Smoking is prohibited anywhere on the school grounds including the car park.
Car Parking:  Please only park in the allocated parking on each site.
Jewellery:  Absolutely no jewellery is to be worn except those items allowed in the England Netball Rules.  Anyone found to be taping jewellery will be asked to leave the court and remove the item before being allowed back onto the court – (during this time the game will remain in play and the person may only join the court again once a goal has been scored).  This includes nose rings, earrings.  The only items that may be taped are a wedding band (not an engagement ring) and a medical bracelet.  All other items must be removed.  You will not be able to continue to play if these items are not removed.

Footwear:  Suitable footwear must be worn in order to play the game safely and prevent serious injury.   If an umpire deems the footwear to be unsafe then that player may be asked to leave the court and will not be able to participate any further.  Please also ensure that all your players’ laces are properly secured.  This rule however petty, is for the safety of all players and to prevent any serious injuries from wearing the wrong or inappropriate footwear.
Players’ Code of Conduct:  Each club should receive a copy of the players code of conduct for the league and before the start of any winter season, must be read by every player participating in the League.  These codes of conduct along with printed name and affiliation number must be emailed into the league before playing your first game of the season  This players’ code of conduct covers all player’s right through until the end of the summer season that year.  New player’s registering during the season must read the codes of conduct and sign their club’s copy which will be in the file in the box. 

Spectators:  
From now until December (will be reviewed again then).  Cherwell League will not be allowing spectators.  Clubs may have additional support staff with teams, if that team is underage a maximum of 2 extra support staff to include the coach.
